What do we teach?

Across our three campuses, RUCCIS programs cover a diverse range of
circus skills, which loosely fall into the development of skills within four
categories....

Gross Motor Skills  Acrobalance, Tumbling and Mini-Tramp
Aerial Skills Cloudswing, Trapeze, Spanish Web and Rope

Manipulation Skills Hoop, Diablo, Devil Sticks, Plate Spinning,
Staff and Poi Twirling and Juggling

Balance Skills Stilt Walking, Unicycle, and Rolla Bolla

What classes are available?

Circus Spectrum Classes are for students that are keen to develop a
broad base of circus arts skills. These classes aim to develop basic skills
and give exposure to many different performance art elements. (Aerial is
only available at our Kilsyth Campus)

Specialist Classes can be taken in aerial, tumbling and acrobalance.
Our coaches will be able to recommend the appropriate class for individ-
ual students.
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What level are you?

Our Spectrum classes are divided into age levels. Our specialist classes are divided into experience levels.
Junior - Lower Primary Beginner - No previous experience required
Intermediate - Upper Primary Experienced - Some experience required

Senior - Secondary Advanced - Significant previous experience required
Adult - |8+

Come and Try!

For new students, a Come ’'n’ Try session is available for $10 in the first week of each term. Come ’'n’ try
sessions give prospective students the chance to join in with a class and get a feel for who we are and
what we do. A parent or guardian must be present to sign an insurance form for students under |8 years.

The cost of a Come ’'n’ Try class is $10, payable on the night.
